     3.  DEPOSIT AND PAYMENTS 

         Half of the balance, $1,575, is due by March 1, 2012, and the remainder is due on or before

         May 1, 2012. If registration takes place after these dates, full payment must be made

          immediately. 

         Camp fee includes all regular camp activities, food, laundry. 

         Camp fee does not include medical expenses. 

         Please be certain that all checks made out to the Camp are valid. There will be a $25.00

         charge for bounced checks. 

     4.  REFUND POLICY 

         Any cancellation prior to March 15th will incur a $500.00 service fee, in addition to the

         cost of pre-booked tickets. Cancellation from March 15th through April 15th will result in a 

        $600.00 cancellation fee, in addition to the cost of pre-booked tickets. After April 15th, NO

         REFUNDS will be made, and cancellations after this date will result in a forfeiture of any 

         and all funds paid. 

         Due to the seasonal nature of summer camping and the set limitation on spaces offered, it is 

         camp policy not to offer any refund of camp fees to any camper who leaves or is asked to

         leave prior to the end of his enrollment period.

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 RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following rules and regulations have been made for the benefit and safety of our campers.  We ask you to read them carefully.  With the complete cooperation of each and every camper we will ensure a safe and fun-filled summer.  Camp MaRabu has been careful in selecting our campers and we are confident that we can trust in their full cooperation to conform to these rules.  

1.  We expect that our campers exhibit their very best behavior at all times so that Camp MaRabu will make a Kiddush Hashem wherever they go.  Proper respect, being polite and overall good manners is a daily expectation.  There will be no horseplay, foul language, or disobedience tolerated.

2.  No camper is ever allowed to leave the camp group without permission.  No one is allowed to wander about on their own.  If at any time for some reason you become separated from the group, you are to call the camp cell phone at: 301-928-0646. This call can be made using your calling card on any pay-phone. Cell phones are not permitted. Campers will be allowed to use staff members cell phones for emergency calls. Campers are encouraged to bring calling cards so that they can call home from hotel or pay phones.

3.  Time schedules must be adhered to strictly.  We must insist that you be punctual for Minyan, and that you be at activities at the designated times.  

4.  There will be a time each night for lights out which will be strictly enforced. This will ensure that campers will have energy to fully enjoy the active days of camp.

5.  Camp does not permit any cell phones, non-Jewish music, CD’s, DVD’s, videos or reading material that is not appropriate for a Ben Torah.  All electronics will be checked and if any videos, or non-Jewish music is found on them, they will be confiscated.  Under no circumstances can any electronics have access to the internet.  
6.  Campers will be assigned responsibilities on a rotation basis to help with meal preparation, assisting with laundry, loading and unloading the van, and clean up.  

7.  Campers must abide by all rules of the national parks and all other sites being visited.  

8.  Campers will be held financially responsible for any damage caused to the bus, hotel rooms, or any other public property.  

9.  Violation of any of these rules by a camper will be dealt with severe repercussions, which could terminate their stay in camp.  Camp will not hesitate to send a disobedient camper home on the first available flight at the campers’ expense.

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GENERAL CAMP INFORMATION

FOOD:

Camp will be providing three nutritious meals a day including breakfast, lunch and supper.  Camp will also provide campers with one snack a day.  Camp will have water available to campers at all times.  Campers must bring a 64 ounce camel-pack which can be purchased at any sporting goods store.  All other beverages will be at the campers’ expense.  

LAUNDRY:
Camp will be doing laundry once a week.  ALL CLOTHING MUST HAVE NAMETAGS.  CAMP WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE TO RETURN CLOTHING THAT IS NOT LABELED.  Campers should bring their own laundry bags which will be washed at a laundromat. 

CLOTHING:

It is strongly advised that the enclosed clothing list be adhered to.  Clothing should be light as it will be very hot.  Light colors are also helpful as they do not absorb the heat.  A hat is essential for the safety of the campers!  Sunscreen is also essential daily. Camp will be distributing a camp T-shirt to each camper, which they will be required to wear when requested by the staff. 

HEALTH:

On all camp trips we carry first aid and our staff is capable of administering them if necessary.  Parents will be contacted immediately if there are any health concerns.  It is absolutely essential that parents submit all medical information, contact information, and medical insurance information.

LEARNING:

A major focus of the camps goal and philosophy is to develop a love and an emotional connection to our daily Tefillos.  We will be learning the laws, and Hashkofo and explanation of different parts of our Tefillos.  There will be cds’ on the bus which will have shiurim from Rabbi’s Frand, Krohn, and Reisman that will create a greater awareness of before Whom we stand in prayer.  All campers must attend all Shiurim unless permission has been granted otherwise by Rabbi Mendlowitz or other senior staff members.
